On Saturday. August 25, 2007, this foundation with the support of our local will be holding a “Firefighters Parade” in our town. We encourage your members to represent your department by marching and by sending a piece(s) of apparatus. These apparatus can be either front line pieces or antique or both. After the parade, we invite your members to be a part of our, Firefighters Festival where apparatus will be judged and trophies awarded, along with live band, food, and drink being part of the festivities. This festival will be held on the grounds of the Shakespeare Festival Theater.

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Burn injuries seek no boundaries. Our fire prevention and education programs are designed to teach the young children of Stratford about the dangers of fire. We do this by holding fire prevention fairs along with having in place a Fire-Hawks program. This program is in place to help young juvenile fire starters. We provide two scholarships to two deserving seniors, one at each of our two high schools, who are attending an accredited college and majoring in fire science. Our education program is designed to allow our members to attend classes pertaining to fire prevention and burn education programs. The knowledge we gain from this is then passed along to the community.





We continue to support, the Connecticut Burns Care Foundation’s Children’s Burn Camp. Since 1992 the firefighters of Local 998 and this foundation have raised over $200,000.00 for these young burn survivors. This camp is a one week camp for severely burned children between the ages of 8-18, who attend absolutely free of charge. Firefighters, who attend this camp, come from every state in New England, F.D.N.Y., New Jersey, Maryland and Washington D.C. Nurses, Physical Therapists from the leading burn centers in the Mid Atlantic and Northeast are also attendees at this camp.
